We call him Brother Bear, because he is only about 13 hh, fuzzy all over, and only 6 years old,
though his eyes and voice tell stories like those of a much older, wearier horse.

Brother Bear is a sweetheart: calm and mellow and obviously very grateful for the good food,
fresh water, dry shelter and TLC he is now getting... probably for the first time in his young life.
He is on antibiotics, gets daily vitamin and mineral supplements and even homeopathic treatments,
including ginseng and Echinacea, all to boost his immune system and all very costly.

Our mission is to help as many abandoned, homeless and formerly loved horses as our budget and
foster network will allow. Already, thanks to your donations and support in the past, Wasatch
Humane's volunteer horse rescue committee has saved more than 35 horses in the last year!
