DEAR FRIENDS OF HORSES,

You will be pleased to know that Brother Bear, the little horse of unknown ancestry that we
rescued in mid-March covered with blisters and fungus, is responding well to nutritional therapy
and medication. His skin that once was covered in crusty barnacles is healing, his coat is growing
back, he has gained about 100 lbs, and he is feeling frisky, reports his foster mom Candice.
"Every morning he runs around, kicking up his heels as if to say 'I feel good'," she laughs.

Shelter workers first thought that the little 6 year old horse had a rare case of rain-rot in our
area, then veterinarians thought he had the worst case of ringworm they'd ever seen. His entire
body was covered with crust, especially around his eyes and ears. He was anemic. His skin was
swollen and puffy and sore to the touch.

Initial tests indeed showed positive for ringworm. Skin biopsies, however, revealed that he has
an immune mediated disease called Pemphigus.  He was hospitalized for two weeks, where
we treated him by boosting his immune system with mineral supplements, echinacea and
ginsing, weekly lime-sulfa baths, then small doses of prednisone that will be tapered off if and
when he goes into remission.

Happily, the little horse is healing well, thanks to the generous donations and compassion
from lots of caring friends of Wasatch Humane.  He is now in a loving foster home. The crusts
have all but disappeared, confined now just to his belly.

He loves people, stands politely for his baths, willingly picks up his feet, allows his tail to be
combed and brushed and loves to go for walks around his neighborhood, where he calls out
to the other horses.

We think he will be a fabulous kids' horse, because he is smallish and so very sweet, especially
considering the neglect and pain he has endured. Contact Cheryl for adoption application.
