Unfortunately, when he was diagnosed with ringbone in both front legs, his owner could no longer
keep him. He is kept very comfortable with an herbal anti-inflammatory and is getting lots of
TLC from his foster family.  They are even starting to teach him the Parelli 7-Games of Natural
Horsemanship so his mind and body are still engaged.  It is too soon to tell if the ringbone will
fuse his pasterns.  If it does, he will be sound to ride once again.  Meanwhile, he still has a lot
of life left in him and a lot of love to give.

Sundance is a 15 y.o race-bred Quarter Horse.  He raced as a youngster.  He came to us in October,
part of our exchange program with Best Friends Animal Socity.  He is having some issues with his
hind feet and back which make his back too tender for riding.  We have an appointment with Dr.
Kimberly Henneman and have our fingers crossed that she will be able to help him.  He is friendly,
loves men, and gets along with other horses; not too dominant, not too submissive, but just right.
