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Update on horses adopted from Wasatch Humane

Choco was one of the first horses to come into our program. He was a Missouri Foxtrotter that had sustained a
terrible injury to his fetlock joint. Dr. Wright (Mountain Horse Medical) donated considerable time and supplies
saving his life. He was very sore on that leg and it was unknown whether or not he would ever be sound. Stephanie
M loves Foxtrotters and adopted him pretty much sight unseen. We saw Stephanie at the Utah Horse Expo and
she tells us he is completely healed and will be competing in a competitive trail ride at Strawberry Reservoir in
June. She has promised us photos of the ride. We will share them with you as soon as we have them.

Captain Jack was adopted three years ago by our director, Cheryl. We consider him the pioneer of our program.
When Cheryl adopted him he had lost his right eye. This does not detract from his good looks, but it made training
more interesting. Cheryl is a student of the Parelli system and was awarded her Level 1 Red String with Jack last
Fall. Congratulations Cheryl and Jack.

Raj was so pathetic at auction that not even the kill buyers would bid on him. The auctioneer called Cheryl to come
get a 10 yo Arabian stallion. He was skinny, dirty, and dejected; truly pathetic. He was promptly gelded, vaccinated,
dewormed and placed in a foster home where he was treated like the royalty he is. Raj was adopted by a young
lady named Brook looking for a horse to do dressage. With her love and soft hand, he nearly instantly started
winning ribbons. Her friends cry in amazement and disbelief when they learn how close he came to being sold
for meat and that we saved him from that fate. Look for Raj at local Arabian shows.

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Horses in the program
May was our busiest month ever, with 30 horses in the program.

Gandolf has returned to us. He was adopted to a family last year but that did not work out. Dr. Wright has
just diagnosed him with ringbone on his hind pastern. Keep your fingers crossed that the joint fuses soon.

Billy is a gorgeous Tennessee Walking horse gelding. He has coordination issues and is not safe to ride but is a
kind and beautiful horse. If you are looking for a companion so your riding horse is not alone or you just want
a horse to love, groom and take for walks, this is the horse for you.

Sara was redeemed out of the feedlot. She is a sorrel 18 yo Quarter Horse. She had been kept docile by
starvation. When we got her she was thin, filthy with a matted mane and tail. Her foster sister Emma (too young
to be a mom), has fattened her up, groomed her within an inch of her life; including ribbons in her tail. She looks
like she belongs in a show ring. A Wasatch Humane volunteer has started Sara in Parelli Natural Horsemanship
and the foster sister is playing with Sara to reinforce the lessons.

Major and Jack, both several hundred pounds underweight, were rescued by a good Samaritan who
then turned them over to us. They came with Titan the Goat. Titan had been tied with a piece of
baling twine that was cutting into his neck. He was sent to the veterinary clinic for a physical exam,
vaccinations, deworming and neutering. Titan was then adopted by the veterinary technician who
took care of him during his stay. Titan is very happy to have a forever home that will make sure that
his beard and eyebrows are trimmed just right and will also make sure he has plenty to eat.

Major is now living with Brother Bear in foster care. Jack was gelded and stayed at Terry Teeple’s until we could
be sure he was going to act like a gelding. Now he is living with Terry, our horse coordinator for the north end
of the valley. Both foster homes have vowed to fatten them up! Look for photos in future updates.

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Why Would Anybody Want A Horse That Can’t Be Ridden?

Let’s be honest. How many of us actually want to ride our horses? For a variety of reasons, many of us are
perfectly content to care for and love our horses and play with them from the ground. We don’t particularly
want to ride, and often feel guilt for not riding our horses. A pasture pal is the perfect solution.They thrive on
attention, have a lot of love to give us and look wonderful out in the pasture. If your friends try to guilty you
into riding, you can say “Love to, but my horse is not sound for riding” and you're off the hook!

If

you have an only horse that you ride, please remember that horses are gregarious creatures. That means

that they prefer to live in groups. They feel more secure when they are part of a herd. Horses enjoy humans
but they also need the comfort of their own kind. They love to spend time grooming each other, swishing flies
and watching for the lunch wagon. It is also easier to relax and have a nice nap if you have a trusted buddy
to watch over you. Watch horses sleeping in the sun, there is usually one horse that is standing and keeping
watch. Horses don't like to lie down if there is nobody to watch over them, and they have to lie down to have
REM sleep. REM sleep is critical for humans and horses; without it, health suffers. Companionship is necessary
for the mental and emotional well being of horses. Often times, behavioral issues will go away if a horse has

a

companion.

Pasture Pals are the answer! If you don’t have time to ride and train two horses, or if you cannot spend more
than a couple of hours a day with your horse, consider adopting a pasture pal as a companion for your horse.
Pasture pals have often done a lot of living and can teach a younger, more excitable horse to relax.

Pasture pals can teach children and novice horse people the ground skills they need to develop the confidence
necessary to go on to riding horses. Pasture pals come in all age, and breeds and have so much love and
companionship to provide. The injuries that they have suffered may render them unridable, but not useless.
Please consider providing a loving lifetime home to one of our wonderful pasture pals.
